                 6th Grade Student Policies

                          2011-2012
Welcome to 6th Grade! This year will be full of exciting new experiences and challenges. In order to create an environment in which everyone can succeed, there are some rules and regulations that all teachers expect you to follow.  

· Preparedness:

You are to come to class ready to work. By the time the tardy bell rings, you are to have your pencil/pen out and ready to work. Once the tardy bell rings, you will not be allowed to get out of your seat to sharpen your pencil, throw anything away, get a dictionary, etc. All of that needs to be done before the tardy bell. Class begins at the moment the tardy bell rings.
You are to begin working on your focus assignment (journal entry, etc) as soon as you enter class. You are not to wait for the teacher to tell you to get started. Once completed, sit quietly and listen for directions.
· Heading:
You will include a heading on all your papers using the MLA format. The heading is to be written in the upper left hand corner of your paper, in the un-ruled portion of the page.

· Late Work:

You are expected to turn in all assignments on time. If you do not turn in work, you will be given a written notice that you are going to lose credit. This notice must be signed by a parent and stapled to the late assignment in order for you to receive any credit.  Late assignments will only be accepted one day after their due date. At that time, you will receive 50% of the total points that you have earned. If you turn in work without the notice, then you will receive a zero.
If you will miss school due to a school activity, you are to turn in your work the day before, or the morning that the pre-assigned work is due. 

As per Lafayette Parish policy, if you are absent only on the day that an assignment is due & your absence is EXCUSED, you are to turn in the work the same day that you come back to school.  If you are absent on the day an assignment is due, and it is UNEXCUSED, then you will receive a zero.
If you have 2 or more excused absences, then you are expected to turn in your work within five school days. If you will be absent for a prolonged period of time for an excused absence, then a parent needs to notify your teachers by the third day. Your teachers will give you a reasonable amount of time to complete missed work.
· Papers with no name:

Any student who turns in a paper with no name will lose up to 5 points.  In addition, the teacher may give the student lunch detention.
· Movement on campus during class:

If you are ASKED to leave class by another teacher, counselor, or the office, you must have a pass to return back to class.
You are to take a direct route to and from your destination. You are NOT to take the long way or walk around campus while you are outside of class. You are to go to one place and come back – not go to the bathroom, get water, or stop by your PE locker, etc.

You will also sign out on the class sign-out sheet before leaving the classroom. You    

will note the date, destination, and both the time you left and returned to class.
· Dismissal: 

You are not to leave any classroom without being dismissed by the teacher. You are to remain in your seat until given the signal to move.

· Disruptive behavior:

You are not allowed to disrupt other students by talking, moving about, etc. during class unless given permission by the teacher. If you are disruptive, the teacher may give you a lunch detention or an additional assignment to be completed and signed by a parent.  
· Homework:

You are required to buy 2 pocket folders with holes, one for each of your binders. These folders will be placed at the front of each of your binders and all homework is to go into the correct homework folder so that it won’t be lost.  

Your binders will be organized by subject:

Binder # 1:  Social Studies/ Language Arts/ Elective (French, Power Rdng., etc)

Binder # 2: Math/Science/PE (Health)

You will be told by each teacher how to organize the sections for their class.
· Progress reports or Grade logs:

You will receive progress reports approximately every three weeks. Teachers will either email or send a paper copy of the progress report home with you. You will get corrected papers returned to you as the teacher completes them. If your teacher uses a grade log, they will instruct you on how to complete it.
